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Another One of Us Makes It Big

If you were a member of B-CCC maybe 4 or 5 years ago,
you may remember Tim Edberg. | first met him at a
Greenbelt craft fair where he was exhibiting his work.
Naturally, we talked Club. He was intense to develop his
photography skills and reached out to all sources, the
camera club and its learning opportunities being one of
them. And learn he did!

The November ‘03 Outdoor Photographer, pp. 76-78,
features some of Tim’s work in the article “The Western
Fall.” His scenes were taken in California’s Sierra
Nevada mountains where the colors “don’t overwhelm
you with a Sousa march of color (but) as little jazz
ensembles and solos... .” By mid-September, he reports,
there is deep red in the groundcover and aspen-yellow
all around.

“Focus your attention on the isolated, on the small...
telling detail,” he says. “Look for scenes... in backlight.
The dwarf bilberry is a dull dusty rose when seen from
the front, but when backlit it explodes into (color).”

In shaded light an 81-B warming filter, Tim advises, can
cancel out the blue skylight cast, especially with slide
films. A cloudy white-balance setting with a digital
camera can achieve the same result.

The good news for us is that Tim will be our judge for
the April competition on Nature. Well done Tim Edberg.
Those of us who knew you early on are proud of your
achievement.

From Bowie:

Beginning at the intersection of US 50 and Rt. 3, proceed north on Rt.
3 approximately 9.1 miles and flow into 1-97 North. Continue about 1.8
miles to the next off ramp (Exit 10 - Veteran’s Hwy., Benfield Blvd./
Severna Park). At the traffic light at the end of the ramp, turn left
onto Veteran’s Hwy. Proceed about 0.4 miles to Hellas on the left at
Frye Rd. (Third light after getting on Veteran’s Hwy.)

From Baltimore Beltway:

Baltimore Beltway (I-695) to I-97 (Exit 4). Follow 1-97 South to exit 10A
(Benfield Blvd. East -Severna Park). Proceed to first light (just over
cloverleaf) and turn left onto Veterans Hwy North. Proceed about 0.3
miles to Hellas on the left at Frye Rd. (Second light after getting on
Veteran’s Hwy.)

From Annapolis:

US Rt. 50 to I-97 North. Proceed on I-97 to Exit 10 (Veteran’s Hwy.,
Benfield Blvd./Severna Park). At the traffic light at the end of the
ramp, turn left onto Veteran’s Hwy. Proceed about 0.4 miles to Hellas
on the left at Frye Rd. (Third light after getting on Veteran’s Hwy.)

From Columbia:
Follow Rt. 32 East through Ft. Meade and past the Odenton exits to
the exit for 1-97

North (this will be the other half of the interchange that goes to Rt. 3
South); pass under Rt. 32) and flow into 1-97 North. Continue about 1.9
miles to the next off ramp (Exit 10 - Veteran’s Hwy., Benfield Blvd./
Severna Park). At the traffic light at the end of the ramp, turn left
onto Veteran’s Hwy. Proceed about 0.4 miles to Hellas on the left at
Frye Rd. (Third light after getting on Veteran’s Hwy.)

Return from Hella’s:

Veteran’s Hwy. South 0.3 miles to Benfield Blvd. Turn right. Exit right
onto 1-97 to go north or cross over 1-97 and turn left onto I-97 to go
south on 1-97, south onto Rt. 3 and west on Rt. 32. (Rt. 3 and Rt. 32
exit off of 1-97 at next exit after getting on.)
