First, he received the fourth highest 
honor, known as Associate (APSA), presented to PSA members. This honor requires a minimum of six consecutive 
years of active membership and is bestowed for extensive and material contributions to the advancement of 
photography. Photographic achievement or proþ ciency must be combined with elements of service.

His second honor was in recognition of photographic achievement in PSA recognized International Exhibitions. 
The award, known as Proþ ciency (PPSA), was granted for an accumulation of ten Stars in Color Slide, 
Photojournalism and Nature Divisions. Dick has accumulated 924 acceptances in International Competitions

February 7: Travel ñ Images must capture the 
feeling of a place or portray a place, a people, 
or a culture, and be made more than 50 miles 
from the Bowie-Crofton area.

òSOMETHING TO SHOOT FORó

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Africa: The Trip of a Lifetime
Part 4: Wildlife in Tanzaniaõs Great National Parks

Our unexpectedly 
early arrival in 
Arusha gave us 
the chance to 
relax a bit before 
departuring for 
Lake Manyara the 
next morning. 
Manyara is one 
of three great 

national parks in northern Tanzania, the others being 
Ngorongoro Crater and Serengeti. 

The park encompasses the area between the Great Rift 
Valley escarpment and Lake Manyara and is known for 
its populations of elephants and for lions which can be 
found up in the branches of trees. Here I had my þ rst up 
close encounters with the wildlife I had come to see.

Upon entering the woodland portion of the park we 
were greeted by a troop of baboons numbering in the 
dozens. We quietly watched as these animals played and 
fought and groomed each other. Their facial expressions 
and their playful gestures were remarkably human. The 
baboons were not timid in the face of our noisy Land 
Rover and they made easy subjects for the camera. 

Leaving the woods we rounded a corner into a clearing 
and found ourselves in the midst of a herd of giraffe. 
These skyscrapers were a bit more shy than the baboons 
and moved a comfortable distance from the road. We 
watched as one, starting from a sitting position, levered 
itself to its feet by swinging its neck in a downward 
motion while raising its body in the same motion. As 
they moved it became apparent that, despite their 
thin awkward legs, the giraffe moves with unexpected 
gracefulness. While the giraffes had moved away from 
the road they remained an easy reach for my 300mm 
lens. A close-up view showed long eyelashes over 
enormous dark eyes giving the giraffe a contented, 
even tender, look on their faces. Giraffes would be 
plentiful during 
the rest of our 
safari and they 
quickly became 
a favorite animal 
to see. 

The woodland 
area along the 
lakeshore was 

also home to a large number of elephant families. We 
watched as these giants fed on the undergrowth. At one 
point a family of elephants crossed the road in front of 
us. The family included a baby elephant who struggled 
to keep up and was still unable to use his trunk with any 
degree of skill.

Our day in Manyara ended much the same as it started, 
in the midst of a large troop of baboons. This troop had 
a number of babies the smallest of which sat near the 
road with its mother. This baboon, only days old, posed 
itself and was a willing subject for what I þ gured to 
be the last photos of the day. As we drove up the hill 
toward our lodge, the lake came back into view and a 
perfectly formed rainbow stretched from shore to shore. 
The camera quickly came out for a few more shots as 
the rainbow faded into the setting sun.

Sleep came easily at the lodge. Our þ rst day had 
been long and tiring. We knew that the next 3 days, 
in Serengeti National Park, would provide the same 
excitement and surprises. 

The next day started early in the morning with a drive 
from the Lake Manyara area to the gate of Serengeti 
National Park. Shortly before arriving at Serengeti we 
stopped to eat the box lunch provided by our driver. 
While we were eating we were approached by two young 
Masai men. The Masai are herders who live in the north 
of Tanzania and the south of Kenya. Communicating 
through basic gestures and a few common Swahili words, 
the Masai asked if we could spare a little food. We were 
full and ready to move on to the park so we gave them 
a  few leftover pieces of fruit. Throughout our trip we 
would see many Masai roaming the hills leading their 
cattle to food and water.

As we continued we began to see impala and gazelle 
striding across the plain. These animals numbered 
in the hundreds and would become a common sight. 
Other animals began to dot the plain including herds of 
wildebeestes and zebras. As explored deeper into the 
Serengeti we found more and more of the animals we 
hoped to see. Only the eyes and nostrils of hippos could 
be seen above the water as they cooled themselves in 
muddy pools. Their enormous size was revealed only 
when they lifted themselves out of the water to þ nd a 
new location. The highlight of our þ rst day came near 
the end when our drivers spotted a leopard perched in a 
branch high off the ground. We sat nearby and watched 
this beautiful cat survey the plain for its next meal. 

During the next two days we crisscrossed the Serengeti 
to view wildlife in stunning settings. The plain is dotted 
with large rock outcroppings called ôkopjesõ. In one of

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Field Trip: Saturday, October 16
Outing to Chestertown Wildlife Exhibition
is Only Field Trip Planned in ô04-õ05

On Saturday, October 16th, Iõm leading a photo þ eld 
trip to Chestertown, MD, to coincide with a Wildlife 
Exhibition and Sale in the downtown historic district. 
Weõll be able to watch and optionally photograph 
retrievers working, and raptors. There will also be 
artworks in many media on display ñ decoy carving, 
taxidermy, stained glass, sculpture, painting, drawing, 
and photography. Assume that an artwork must not be 
photographed unless the responsible artist gives you 
prior permission to do so.

Besides the Wildlife Exhibition and Sale, thereõs a lot to 
see in Chestertown. The town has a riverbank, a college 
(Washington College, founded in 1782), and many 
examples of early 19th century architecture that you 
can photograph from across the street or closer.

Letõs leave the Bowie-Crofton area about 9am, and 
meet in Chestertown at the Kent County Visitor Center 
at 10:30. Estimated duration of trip: about an hour and 
þ fteen minutes. Total distance: about 60 miles.

When we gather at the Visitor Center, we can discuss 
how we will individually or collectively spend the 
day. There are restaurants in the area of the Wildlife 
Exhibition and Sale, but itõs hard to predict how crowded 
theyõll be on the day weõre there.

There will be food vendors at the Exhibition, but if there 
is enough interest among the group, we can have dinner 
together at 6pm.

COSTS
The eastbound toll on the Bay Bridge is $2.50/car. The 
admission fee for the Exhibition is $5.00/person.

ROUTE FROM BOWIE / CROFTON

1. From US-50 and US-301 at MD Route 3, drive east, 
crossing the Bay Bridge (toll eastbound). From the 
starting point on Route 3, drive about 33 miles, to the 
point where US-50 and US-301 split.

2. Take US-301 northbound toward Wilmington, for 5.7 
miles.

3. At Exit 25 of US-301, leave US-301, and merge onto 
MD-213, northbound toward Centreville, by taking the 
ramp to the right.

4. Stay on MD-213 northbound for about 18 miles to 
Chestertown.

5. After you cross the Chester River, continue about 0.2 
mile until you see the Kent County Visitor Center on the 
left, at the corner of Maple Avenue (which youõll be on) 
and Cross Street, which is a continuation of Philosophers 
Terrace (also shown as MD-289 on some maps).

6. There is a parking lot behind the Kent County 
Visitor Center; park there at no charge, or nearby if 
the lot is full. Letõs meet in front of the Visitor Center 
to discuss our plans for the day.

our most dramatic sightings we approached a kopje and, initially, saw no signs of 
any wild animals. Our driver went around the other side and, upon reaching the 
point directly opposite our approach, we saw two female lions sitting high atop the 
kopje. Lions spend most of their day sleeping and these two were no different. Only 
occasionally would they lift their head for a view across the plain.

Along the way we continued to see the many varieties of antelope (dik dik, topi, 
hartebeeste, waterbuck, reedbuck, and eland), and numerous smaller animals 
(jackals, hyena, and hyrax) alongside the big game animals such cape buffalo, lion, 
elephant, giraffe, hippo, and zebra.

As we wrapped up our third day in Serengeti and began our drive to Ngorongoro 
Crater we were looking more for rest than for animals. Our driver spotted
