Competition Meeting: March 7
Slide Topic: In-camera Experimentation

Slide entries are unrestricted in subject but the images must be obviously manipulated with the camera.  
Manipulation by image processing software to create effects is not allowed. Techniques may include, but are not 
limited to, timed exposures, panning, zooming, multiple exposures, infrared þ lm, and þ lters. Print entries are not 
similarly restricted, but the photographer may choose to enter in-camera experimentation images if they wish.

The judge for this competition will be Garry Kreizman. He has been interested in photography since 1968 and has 
been a member of Silver Spring Camera Club since 1971, holding many ofþ ces and chairmanships. 

He has taught wet darkroom techniques and basic photography at Prince Georges and Montgomery Countyõs adult 
education programs for more than 20 years. He has exhibited at numerous venues in Maryland and has judged 
for area clubs.

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Member Spotlight: 
Dick Russell
It was a 1973 neighborhood party 
that gave me the þ rst inspiration 
to get into photography. A friend 
had decorated his club room 
with pictures from the local area 
rather than purchased pictures 
from exotic places. That really 
attracted my attention 
and I 
thought 

that would be a neat and easy 
thing to do. I þ nally got started by 
taking the þ rst picture in January, 
1976. That was the year that the 
Chesapeake Bay froze over. My 
mindõs eye saw wonderful images 
of boats in the frozen waterways. 
So I picked three of my prize shots 
for enlargement. 

The guy at the photo shop had 
looked at them before I arrived. He picked 
out my favorite, the one that I had blown 
up the largest. He said, òWhat a mess.ó He 
felt it was too confusing and had too many 
distracting elements. Then he picked my 
least favorite of the three and said it was 
great because it followed the rule of thirds, 
whatever that  was. I was surprised that 
there were any rules at all. I thought they 
just came out looking good or not. Anyway, 
that convinced me that I would probably 
need some help if I planned on decorating 
my house.

Time passed and I didnõt really make any 
smart photographic advances until 
sometime in the 80s. Thatõs when I 
met Bob McMillin at work. He was 
then president of the Meade Camera 
Club and he invited me to take a 
darkroom class. From then on, I was 
hooked. I learned a lot from Bob and 
others in that club but it met its demise 
sometime about 1990. During that time 
I even displayed some of my work in the 
hallways at work. Even more surprising 
was the fact that people asked to buy some of them. Bob 
had always talked about the B-CCC and kept encouraging 
me to stop in there. Finally in January of 1992, I found 
the B-CCC meeting at the Bowie Library, and then 
another week in a shopping center and then in some 

civic center. I þ gured that if I could þ nd the meeting 
place, I might be able to learn something and it seemed 
interesting. My goal was to learn just enough to hang 
some pictures on the wall without having to work too 
hard for the pictures or for the club. There was someone 
named ôRozõ that seemed determined to make it seem 
like a social club rather than just a camera club. I tried 
to steer clear of her. Anyway, it soon became obvious 
that there was a lot more to learn than I had imagined 

but fortunately, I had come to the right 
place. I also found that it was more 
fun to get involved than to hide in the 
background.

As the years passed, I took a couple 
community college photo classes in 
Baltimore and Anne Arundel counties. 
They were fun and I enjoyed the 
darkroom work but found that my 
camera club experience had more or 
less made me an instructorõs assistant. 
So, I bought my own darkroom 

equipment and used the B-CCC as my 
principle source of education. I did gather 
a collection of prints, some of which I hung 
in my house. But just before retiring at the 
end of 1996, I was asked for some prints to 
adorn a conference room. Word spread and 
I was asked for more. Of course I was to be 
paid for them. Well, I still occasionally have 
someone tell me they have seen one of the 
forty prints I offered. However, I must have 
retired too soon, because they seem to 
have forgotten the part about paying for 
them.

Now that I had used up all my prints and 
at the same time my daughter and 
her family moved in, taking over the 
space for my darkroom, I turned to 
the slide medium. Back in the Meade 
club, I had been introduced to 
synchronized slide shows and found 
them to be mesmerizing. I bought 
the necessary equipment and began 
producing my own shows. Whereas 
my kids would usually þ nd an 
excuse to leave when I pulled out 

the slides, they too found that these 
shows were pretty neat. I think the part they like best is 
knowing the show will end in ten or þ fteen minutes.

As I got chances to travel to several national parks, I 
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
